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At the end of 2005 the United Nations decided
to dedicate the following years to the problems
of our Planet, and declared 2008 the International
Year of Planet Earth. What has our Planet become
in the first decade of the XXI century? We live in an
extremely divided world, marked by shockingly un-
just human conditions, reeling from the symptoms
of massive ecological crises. Countries left to fend
for themselves, looted and humiliated, completely
unable to recover in the wake of civil wars and
genocide. The bare minimum of human values and
human rights are being trampled upon.

Some shocking facts: *

@® The wealth of the two richest men on Earth ex-
ceeds the total GDP of the 45 poorest countries
in the world.

@ Three billion people on our Planet earn less
than two dollars for their daily subsistence.
(The population of the Earth is 6,625 000 000.)

We started to shoot our filmin Black Africain 2005
and finished it in 2007. During these two years we
witnessed appalling human fates and encountered
various stages of humiliation and defenselessness.
Child laborers, slaves, child prostitutes and child
soldiers, and children suffering in Dickensian condi-
tions - a shameful and anachronistic state of affairs
in the International Year of Planet Earth.

Another Planet” intends, by presenting prob-
lems which have such a devastating effect on chil-
dren’s lives - starvation, exploitation, and forced
conscription - to shed light on some philosophi-
cal questions of human existence and progress,
through expressive images and the power of cin-
ematographic language.

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Ferenc Moldovéanyi was born in Debrecen in 1960. In 1982
graduated from the Debrecen Teacher Training College. From
1982 to 1986 worked as an assistant director at Pannonia Film
studios. Meanwhile, he attended the Philosophy Faculty of the
Lérand Eotvds University in Budapest. From 1987 to 1990 Fer-
enc Moldovanyi studied at the Budapest Academy of Drama
and Film. He first graduated as a documentary then as a feature
film-director. Spent a year at the Paris Film School Louis Lumiére
also published a study in the prestigious French film publication
CinémAction. He taught creative documentary at the Lérand
Edtvos University in Budapest.

Has made several documentaries broadcast by numerous tel-
evision channels with considerable success among viewers and
critics as well. He received the Prize of the International Institute
of Human Rights of the Council of Europe for his film , If We Eat
a Beaver”in 1995. His popular television series, made for the
100th Anniversary of Film, titled ,The Cinema and..” has had
several broadcasts since 1995 and is considered a classic educa-
tional series about motion picture in Hungary.

His works have had a world-wide career and been very favour-
ably received by the international press. A considerable number
of film magazines have published articles and reviews about his
works such as the Variety, Real Screen, DOX, Film und Fernse-
hen, German Cinema etc. Well-known international newspa-
pers have also followed his films with interest for example the
Tagesspiegel, Le Monde, the Berliner Zeitung, the Frankfurter
Allgemeine Zeitung, the Liberation, Le Soir, the Diario de Mex-
ico, the Journal de Québec, Le Soleil etc.

Founded Engram Film, his production company, in 1995. Has
worked as an independent film director and producer of his own
projects such as the film ,The Way”, which was his documen-
tary feature shown at over 30 international film festivals and
won several prizes. His film , Children- Kosovo 2000 has also
been awarded and shown at many prestigious festivals all over
the world. All in all his works have participated in 94 festivals of
41 countries so far, including such prestigious international ones
as Berlin, Locarno, Montreal, Karlovy Vary, Valladolid, Sao
Paulo, Sydney, Vancouver, London, Amsterdam, Nyon, Biarritz,
St. Petersburg, Prague, Yamagata, Denver, Montevideo, Kerala,
Cairo, Turin, Mannheim, Strasbourg, Houston, Gothenburg, Tuc-
son, St. Louis etc. His films won 21 awards so far.

His works were broadcast by the Hungarian Television as well
as numerous other renowned broadcasters such as Canal +,
RTBF, Sundance Channel etc. His work was shown at the Mu-
seum of Modern Artin New York and also in various big cities of
Mexico and it was also selected for the film-library of DFlin Den-
mark. He was invited to the International Jury at Vision du Reel,
Nyon, FIPA Biarritz, DocAviv -Tel Aviv and Festroia in Portugal .

His new film , Another Planet” shot on four continents was
made in international co-production with the participation of
several broadcasters.
